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Gadget Construction Instructions

Dining Table

Using 3M Poles build two tripods using a figure of 8/tripod lashing. Using the 3.6M poles join the two tripods at waist height. Check that it is comfortable for seating. At sitting height tie the 1.8m pole across the base of the tripod to create a cross member. Join 2 x 3.6M pole using a shear lashing. Picket both tripods in place. Add the table top and lash with sisal.

Prep Table

Using 3M Poles build two tripods using a figure of 8/tripod lashing. Using the 3.6M poles join the two tripods at waist height. Check that it is comfortable for standing and working. Picket both tripods. Add the table top and lash with sisal.

Airing/Drying line

Using 2.8M Poles build four tripods using a figure of 8/tripod lashing. Picket each tripod and join them with two 10M Ropes. 

Gateway

Using 3M Poles build two tripods using a figure of 8/tripod lashing. Join the two tripods with 2 3m staves and mount the sign. Picket the gateway in place. Tie a “North Pole” to the top of the gateway. Decoratively weave string.

Dustbin

Using 2.4m poles build a tripod using a figure of 8/tripod lashing. Using sisal create a dustbin receptacle. Peg the gadget down. 

Wash Stands

Using 2.4m poles build a tripod using a figure of 8/tripod lashing. Using sisal create a wash bowl receptacle. Peg the gadget down. Add a 2 x washing bowls plus soap.

Flagpole

Using 3M Poles build  one tripod using a figure of 8/tripod lashing. Shear lash the longer 3.6 pole to the tripod and create a floating anchor between the legs of the tripod. Picket the flag pole to the ground. 

Notice Board

Using Square lashing, tie the orange 2m poles into a square. Add support structures to the frame so it can rest on the ground at a 45” angle. Peg down the notice board and mount the board using sisal.

· Use long rope for boundary lines and secure with pickets at each corner and key points as marked.
· All gadgets and tents must be securely picketed for safety and wind resistance.
· Ensure clear walkways between each zone.
· Set up in the order listed below for maximum efficiency.

Supporters Meal Recipes

Spaghetti Bolognese

Ingredients
· 2 tbsp olive oil
· 400g/14oz beef mince
· 1 onion, diced
· 2 garlic cloves, chopped
· 100g/3½oz carrot, grated
· 2 x 400g tins chopped tomatoes
· 400ml/14fl oz stock (made from stock cube. Ideally beef, but any will do)
· 400g/14oz dried spaghetti
· Salt and pepper

Method
1. Heat a large saucepan over a medium heat. Add a tablespoon of olive oil and once hot add the beef mince and a pinch of salt and pepper. Cook the mince until well browned over a medium-high heat (be careful not to burn the mince. It just needs to be a dark brown colour). Once browned, transfer the mince to a bowl and set aside.
2. Add another tablespoon of oil to the saucepan you browned the mince in and turn the heat to medium. Add the onions and a pinch of salt and fry gently for 5-6 minutes, or until softened and translucent. Add the garlic and cook for another 2 minutes. Add the grated carrot then pour the mince and any juices in the bowl back into the saucepan.
3. Add the tomatoes to the pan and stir well to mix. Pour in the stock, bring to a simmer and then reduce the temperature to simmer gently for 45 minutes, or until the sauce is thick and rich. Taste and adjust the seasoning as necessary.
4. When ready to cook the spaghetti, heat a large saucepan of water and add a pinch of salt. Cook according to the packet instructions. Once the spaghetti is cooked through, drain and add to the pan with the bolognese sauce. Mix well and serve.
5. Add Parmesan Cheese to taste



Green Salad

Ingredients
· ½ small red onion, thinly sliced
· 2 large ripe tomatoes, roughly chopped
· ½ cucumber, deseeded and roughly chopped
· 100g/3½oz reduced fat feta cheese, drained and cut into cubes
· 50g/1¾oz black olives, pitted and drained (in brine not oil and preferably Kalamata olives)
· small handful fresh mint leaves
· ½ tsp dried oregano
· 2 tsp extra virgin olive oil
· 2 tsp fresh lemon juice
· sea salt and freshly ground black pepper
· 2 wholemeal pitta breads, warmed

Method
1. Put the onion, tomatoes and cucumber in a bowl and season to taste.
2. Scatter the feta, olives and mint leaves on top. Sprinkle over the oregano and toss lightly. Drizzle over the oil and lemon juice and serve with warmed pitta bread.


Strawberries and Cream

Ingredients
· 350g/12oz caster sugar
· 300ml/½ pint clotted cream
· 900g/2lb fresh small strawberries

1. Slice strawberries in half and clean the ends
2. Whip clotted cream until stiff
3. Sprinkle cream with sugar
4. Serve with the clotted cream and strawberries
